If you want to know the answer to these
questions, this booklet will explain to you the four
secrets to having a happy life.

Now get to know the first secret of
happiness.

| |God loves you

Know that God loves with an everlasting
love. He wants you to have a relationship
with Him so that you can have a joyful,
happy life.

GOD’S LOVE

God says: “lI have loved you with an
everlasting love...” (Jeremiah 31:3)

He showed His love to us.
“God so loved the world that He gave His one
and only Son, that whoever believes in Him
shall not perish, but have eternal life.”
(John 3:16)
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GOD’S PLAN

God wants everyone to turn to Him and to
have a spiritual relationship with Him, so that
they can be worthy of God’s compassion, and
find peace and eternal life.

This is what Jesus says: “Now this is eternal
life: that they may know you, the only true
God, and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.”
(John 17:3)

“I have come that you might have life and
have it abundantly.” (John 10:10)

If people are lacking a valuable, perfect life,
and if Jesus came to give that blessed life, then
you might ask:

Why don’t | and most other people enjoy
the abundant life?

To know the reason, you have got to know the second secret.

] | Man is a sinner

By turning away from God’s commandments,
people have gone far from God and are not
experiencing His blessed presence.

“... your iniquities have separated you from
your God.” (Isaiah 59:2)

WHAT IS SIN?

The first humans, Adam and Eve, were created to
communicate with God. They were incredibly happy in
the Garden of Eden. Instead of following God’s truth,
however, they preferred to self-willingly listen to the
deceitful words of Satan, and became sinners, that is,
they disobeyed God’s word.

Therefore, according to the Bible, disobeying
God’s will is called SIN. (Romans 1:18-21; Isaiah 53:5,6,
1John 5:17)

WHO HAS SINNED?

All human beings became sinners through the first
humans, since they were their offspring. Like a
contagious disease, sin, by the right of succession
(hereditary) was transferred to all humans and seized
them, and reached you and me. Thus, this is what the
Word of God proclaims, “.. all have sinned and fall
short of the glory of God.” (Romans 3:23)
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THE CONSEQUENCE OF SIN
“The wages of sin is death.” (Romans 6:23)

Death means everlasting separation from
God.

God is holy, but people are buried in sin.
Therefore, an impassable chasm separates
them.

People constantly try to get close to God by
personal efforts, doing good things, virtuous
lifestyle, philosophy, but he cannot be freed from
the clutches of sin (lusts, evil desires and other
thoughts rejected by God) and get across the
chasm.

What is the way out? Let us look at the third secret.

} |Jesus is the Savior
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JESUS IS THE SOLUTION

His wonderful birth, holy life, mighty
miracles, death on the cross, victorious
resurrection and ascension prove the fact that He
is the only Savior of people.

Only He can save us from the deadly
claws of sin and safely take us through the
chasm that separates us from God.

CHRIST IS THE ONLY WAY

“Jesus said to him, ‘l am the way and the
truth and the life. No one comes to the Father
but through me.”” (John 14:6)

We were condemned to death because of sin.
But God sent His Son, to die on the cross in our
place. Thus he built a bridge over the gap which
separates us from God.
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“This is how God showed His love toward us,
that when we were yet sinners, Christ died for
us” (Romans 5:8)

With the help of this bridge, we can connect
with God and receive the forgiveness of sins.

God’s Word testifies:
“Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the
sin of the world!” (John 1:29)

However, just knowing this truth does not
automatically guarantee your salvation.

Now what else do you need to do?
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{ | Believe and accept
Jesus

Christ invites:

“Come to me, all who labor
and are heavy laden, and |
will give you rest.”

(Matt. 11:28)

IF YOU ACCEPT HIM AS YOUR PERSONAL LORD
AND SAVIOR THEN:

e You will know God.

e You will find forgiveness of sins
e You will enjoy God’s love.

e You will know His will for you.

WE RECEIVE CHRIST BY FAITH
In order to receive Christ you need to:

e Repent of the sins you have committed
and confess them to God;

e Turn away from your old sinful life;
e Turnto God; and

e Trust Christ, believing that He has
forgiven your sins, because He was
sacrificed for you.

FORGIVENESS

Forgiveness of sin is a free gift of God.

“It is by God’s grace that you have been
saved, through faith [that is trusting Him]. It is
not through your own effort. It is God’s gift.”
(Ephesians 2:8)

You get that gift as soon as you receive
Christ.
“Those who received Him, who believed in
His name, He gave them authority to become
God'’s children.” (1 John 1:12)
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DECISION: ACCEPT OR REJECT

God has prepared the way of salvation, but
He has given you free will to accept or to reject
His offer.

[Christ speaking] “Behold, | stand at the door
and knock; if anyone hears my voice and
opens the door, | will come in to him.”
(Revelation 3:20)

However, just agreeing with His demands in
your mind and with your feelings does not
guarantee (secure) your salvation.

You must take a new step, solve the problem
of your SELF and your Savior's supremacy,
which is represented by two lively, symbolic
pictures of hearts.

SELF-DIRECTED LIFE | CHRIST-DIRECTED LIFE
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e — Your living and
aspirations
(interests), which
you yourself direct,
often result in
discord and
frustration.

1t - Christ is pushed
outside your life.

S - Self is yielding to

Christ.

e —Your interests are

directed by the
Almighty. As a result,
life has been
organised and has
become peaceful and
in harmony with
God’s plan.

Which heart represents your life?
Which heart would you like your life to agree with?

So read the direction for receiving Christ.
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PRAY AND RECEIVE CHRIST RIGHT AWAY,
LATER ON MAY BE TOO LATE

Now you can invite Christ into your heart by
faith through prayer. Do you know what prayer
means?

e Prayer means talking to God.

e God knows your heart and He pays
attention to your heart rather than your
words.

Have you ever prayed?

If you haven'’t, you can follow the example of
the following prayer.

Now pray like this:

“Lord Jesus, | need You. Thank you for
sacrificing your life on the cross to forgive
my sins. Now | open the door of my heart.
Enter and live there. Forgive me, a sinner. |
receive you as my Savior and Lord. Take my
whole life into your hands and direct it.
Change me so that | can be pleasant to you.
Thank You for forgiving my sins and
pardoning me. Praise and honor to the Holy
Trinity, to the Father, and to the Son, and to
the Holy Spirit. Amen.”

Does this prayer express the desire of your
heart? If it does, turn to God and repeat it.
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HOW TO KNOW IF CHRIST IS IN YOUR LIFE.

If you prayed sincerely, then believe that
according to His promise, the Lord heard your
prayer, forgave your sins and from now on He
will dwell in your heart. (Rev. 3:20)

How can you be sure that God has answered
your prayer? The guarantee is the assurance and
assertion of His words. Therefore, if He has
promised, He can do it too.

THE RESULT OF ACCEPTING CHRIST

The moment you accepted Christ:

1. Christ came into your life. (Rev. 3:20;
Col. 1:27);

2. Your sins are forgiven. (Col.1:14);
3. You became a child of God. (John 1:12);

4. Your relationship with God was
re-established. (John 5:24);

5. By being born again, you started the
great work God had created you to do.
(John 10:10; 2 Cor. 5:17; 1 Thess. 5:18)

ETERNAL LIFE

The Bible promises eternal life to all who
accept Christ.

“And this is the testimony: God has given us
eternal life, and this life is in his Son. He who
has the Son has life: he who does not have
the Son of God does not have life.

| write these things to you who believe in the
Son of God so that you may know that you
have eternal life.” (1 John 5:11-13)

Thank God that Christ, according to His
promise, is living in your heart (Heb. 13:5). The
Bible’s promises give assurance that you
become an heir of eternal life from the moment
when you receive Christ into your heart. And the
Word of God is a undistorted truth.

Did you notice any changes take place in
you? If not, then consider the following:
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DO NOT DEPEND ON FEELINGS

The anchor of faith is God’s promises, not our
emotions. The Christian lives by trusting God and
His Word. This diagram illustrates the
relationship between ...

e TRUTH (God and His Word)
e FAITH (our trust in God and His Word)

e FEELINGS (the result of our faith and
obedience). (John 14:21)

Spiritual maturity results from trusting Jesus
Christ. “Man shall live by faith.” (Gal. 3:11)

A life full of faith will teach you to trust God
increasingly with every detail of your life and
practice the following:

1. Go to God in prayer daily. (John 15:7);

2. To know Him deeply read God’s Word
daily. (Acts 17:11; 2 Timothy 3:14-17);

3. In everything obey God (John 14:21);

4. Witness for Christ by your life and words.
(Matt. 4:19);

5. In every detail of your life trust God.
(1 Peter 5:7);

6. Let the Holy Spirit fill you with His power,
control your life and make you a witness
for Christ. (Gal. 5:16; Acts 1:8);

7. Continuously have fellowship with
believers.
